It was pointed out several com­
plaints have been received from 
local residents with regard to an 
outr-of-town paint concern who 
have representatives working this 
territory. The complainants state 
that the salesmen for this con­
cern make varied promises as to 
the amount of paint to be furnish­
ed and as to the cost of painting 
a prospective customers' house. 
After a close reading of the con­
tract, the purchaser finds that 
the paint contracted for Is barely 
enough to paint half the house, 
let alone the two coats promis­
ed, and mentions nothing about 
the actual painting of the house. 

The contract goes on to say, 
In usual form, that the firm is not 
responsible or liahle for any 
statements or promises made by 
its salesmen, and further stipu 
lates that the contract Is not sub­
ject to cancellation for any reas­
on. 

The Better Business Associa­
tion maintains a service depart­
ment without charge for the bene­
fit of local residents who desire 
information on any subject or 
scheme they may be confronted 
with. Merchants have made good 
use of this department, stated of 
ficials of the organization, Jtmt the 
public at large have not availed 
themselves of the service to a 
very great extent. It Is urged 
that the Association be promptly 
notified as soon as a doubtful 
practice is discovered so that the 
evil can be stamped dut at Its 
infancy, as In the case of the 
punch board racket and the free 
clothing "guessing" racket recent­
ly exposed.

o f N i m r o d a s " H u n t e r " 

Hunters are called Nimrods from 
Genesis 10:9 where Ham's grandson 
Nimrod is referred to as "a mighty 
hunter before the Lord." The pre­
ceding verse says that Nimrod "be­
gan to be a mighty one in the 
earth," a passage which John Skin­
ner, the Bible commentator, inter­
preted as "the originator of the 
idea of the military state, based on 
arbitrary force." In the context it 
is stated that "the beginning of his 
kingdom was Babel," which was 
Babylon, and in Micah 5:6 "the 
land of Nimrod" is mentioned as 
being in the "entrance" of Assyria. 
Although these references to Nim­
rod are undoubtedly derived from 
some ancient Babylonian saga, and 
many attempts have been made to 
Identify him with various historical 
or legendary personages known 
through other sources, no equiva­
lent of the name has ever been 
found on any of the cuneiform rec­
ords excavated in Assyria. Bible 
scholars are not agreed as to just 
what is meant by Nimrod's being 
"a highty hunter before the Lord." 
Some commentators accept this de­
scription in the literal sense of one 
who hunts animals. But "gibbor,"

D e p r e d a t i o n s o f B i rds 
Offset b y G o o d W o r k 

The fickleness among allied na­
tions and their shifting from one 
aide to another In different wars 
has a counterpart in the course con­
ducted by some of man's allies in 
the war on Insect pests. The birds, 
for Instance, sometimes do tremen­
dous damage to crops through the 
damage to young shoots first com­
ing through the ground and to the 
entire crop through the eating of 
seed. Fruit trees and berry bushes 
also suffer from the depredations of 
birds. 

In spite of the damage they do, 
however, the birds as a usual thing 
are to be found on the side of man 
when it comes to the war with In­
sects. It has been noted by ex­
perts studying the insect problem 
that any unusual outbreak of pests 
usually finds the birds flocking to 
the section where the outbreak has 
occurred. Every insect seems to 
have an overwhelming number of 
enemies among the birds. The gypsy 
moth, for instance, is eaten by 46 
different types of birds. The cot­
ton boll weevil Is attacked by 66, 
the army worm by 43, the leaf hop­
pers by 175, 4he potato beetle by 
34 and the wireworm by 205. 

The birds, when they feed on the 
Insects, really set themselves down 
to serious eating. One kildeer, shot 
and examined for research pur­
poses, had 383 alfalfa weevils in its 
stomach while a blackbird was 
found to have 442.

Philippe Pinel, born in 1746, was 
not only an apostle of reasonable­
ness as well as human goodness, but 
possessed the medical training need­
ed to cast aside the Ignorant super­
stitions regarding the insane. In 
those days In France, and in fact all 
over Europe, the insane were, 
flogged, were believed, to be pos­
sessed of the devil, were loaded 
with chains and imprisoned with the 
sick and criminal. 

As head of the Ricetre hospital 
in 1793 and as director of the Sal-
petriere in 1792}, Pinel cast aside 
the chains of the insane inmates, 
substituted warm baths for the cold 
water immersion and instituted 
many reforms that seem only nat­
ural to us. Claude Lilllngsston 
also has offered to readers of Hy-
geia Magazine the biography of 
Philippe Pinel, another of the "Pio­
neers of Medicine."
